ATHLETIC LETTERING AWARDS

A. Types of awards:

1. A six-inch chenille letter with the appropriate school colors for those that letter in:  Football, B9oys Basketball, Girls Basketball, Wrestling, Volleyball, Golf, Track, Cross Country, and Cheerleading

2. A four-inch chenille letter for Student Managers and Statisticians with the appropriate school colors.

B. Basis for lettering awards:

1. FOOTBALL:  A player shall earn a letter “I” for playing in one-fourth of the total quarters during a season.

2. GIRLS AND BOYS BASKETBALL:  A player shall earn a letter “I” by playing in ten (10) quarters during a season.

3. WRESTLING:  A wrestler shall earn a letter “I” by wrestling in ten (10) varsity matches (including forfeits).

4. VOLLEYBALL:  A player shall earn a letter “I” by playing in ten (10) varsity games,

5. TRACK:  A trackster shall earn a letter “I” if he or she earns one point in a meet where four schools are competing.

6. CROSS COUNTRY:  A runner shall earn a letter “I” if he or she earns one point in a meet where four schools are competing.

7. GOLF:  A golfer shall earn a letter “I” by qualifying for the regional golf tournament or by placing in a golf meet with five (5) or more schools competing.

8. CHEERLEADING:  A student shall earn a letter “I” for making the varsity cheerleading squad for her sport.

9. STUDENT MANAGERS AND STATISTICIANS:  Students who do their duties faithfully shall, upon the recommendation of the coach, earn a 4-inch chenille letter “I”.

10. A letter must be recommended by the Athletic Director and approved by the Superintendent or Principal.

11. A student must complete the season to be eligible for a letter, unless failure to do so is due to injury or physical ailment.

12. A student shall have shown, at all times, a high degree of sportsmanship and lived up to the training regulations of the Athletic Director.  Conduct shall have been at all times a credit to Ipswich High Sho9l.

13. Students shall receive a letter the first time they letter in a sport, plus a pin for the sport.  If they letter in any additional sports, they will receive a pin to indicate that they have lettered.
