Activity Transportation – Taken from school policy book

Guidelines for activity trips

1. Students transported include only those who are a part of or qualify to participate in the respective activity.

2. Adults serving in the capacity of supervisors or direction of school activities will be transported.

3. Directors of each school activity are responsible for organizing schedules and respectful conduct of participants.

4. Students being transported will ride to and from the student activity except:
a. Advisors may release student(s) directly to the parent for the return trip if requested at the activity.

b. Arrangements are made in advance to the school administration and written approval is given to the advisor prior to departure of the activity.  The school administration will only consider special requests when involving convenience and/or duplicated travel.

5. Activity carriers may stop and load or release activity participants in route where mileage duplication exists.  Directors must insist that safety precautions are met in severe weather to insure students leave drop off point.

6. Medical conditions or accidents will be considered emergencies and apart from the policy as stated.

** Exceptions to the above policy must be approved in advance by the Ipswich School Board.
