IPSWICH ELIGIBILITY  REQUIREMENTS


The Ipswich School Board, in support of the Administration, shall regulate all students who represent the Ipswich School by participation in any interscholastic or extra-curricular activity sponsored by the Ipswich School District 22-6.


To participate in any interscholastic or extra-curricular activity sponsored by the Ipswich School District an individual student must be enrolled in a minimum of six classes.  The Administration and Guidance Director will monitor grades for students 7-12 on each Friday of the school term after the first weeks of each calendar year.


ELIGIBILITY POLICY

A.
Students who receive two failing grades will be declared ineligible until the next grade check. Students who receive a “D” and or one “F” and  have a study hall will have their study hall privileges restricted.  Students that have any grades of “F” will lose the privilege of an open noon hour.

B.
If, after one week, the student still has more than one failing grade then the student will be declared ineligible until the next grade check.

C.
Both the nine-week and semester grades will be checked.  In the event of a failing grade, at either time, the State policy as well as the Ipswich School District 22-6 ineligibility policy will be enforced.

D.
If a night activity is scheduled, the student is eligible if he/she has one failing grade. However, if the student has two failing grades, he/she will not be allowed to ride the bus and/or participate in the scheduled activity.

E.
The grade check will be reviewed weekly in the Guidance Director’s or in the Principal’s Office.

F.
The Ipswich School Board also recognizes and enforces the twenty (20) hour eligibility rule set forth by the SDHSAA.  At each semester break a student must be passing a minimum of twenty (20) credit hours, or the student is ineligible for the next semester.

G. A student who participates in any extra-curricular event must be in attendance 6/7th of a scheduled day in order to participate in his/her event. All emergencies will be handled by the Administration.

H. Any student who has a failing grade in any class will not be allowed to leave school during the day to attend or participate in a school sanctioned event.

ACTIVITY CODE OF CONDUCT AT IPSWICH SCHOOL

The Ipswich School Board, in support of staff directing school extra-curricular activities, has set rules for the privilege of representing the school.

During the entire calendar year, students shall not:

1) Use a beverage containing alcohol

2) Use tobacco

3) Consume illegal drugs     

The penalty for violations listed above will be as follows:

1) First confirmed violation—suspension for 1/8 of the season, based on total number of regular season games that each sport plays.

1/8 equals 2 game suspension

Football

  8 game schedule

1/8 equals 1 game suspension

Wrestling

14 game schedule

1/8 equals 1 game suspension

Track

12 game schedule

1/8 equals 1 game suspension

Golf

  6-8 game schedule

1/8 equals 1 game suspension

Volleyball

19 game schedule

1/8 equals 2 match suspension

Cross Country
  6-8 game schedule

1/8 equals 1 game suspension

2) Second confirmed violation—student will be dropped from the extra-curricular activities program for the remainder of the school year.  Students dropped from the extra-curricular activities program forfeit any award(s) or letter(s) of recognition earned during the year.

The penalty for code violations regarding other school activities is as follows:

1) First confirmed violation—student will miss the next contest, event, or meet.

2) Second confirmed violation—same as the athletic policy.

The Activity Code of Conduct will be enforced for all violations during the entire calendar year.  Enforcement will take place at the time of the student’s next scheduled game, contest, event, or meet.  One-time student-voted positions/titles will be denied or removed upon the first violation.  Examples are homecoming royalty, class officers, and student body offices.  That student will also be subject to the Activity Code of Conduct.

NOTIFICATION:  the principal will review the student eligibility policy each year at a student assembly the first day of school.

Students observed by the Ipswich faculty are subject to the above policy.  Written community complaints of violations that are proven are subject to the above policy.  Students violating State chemical abuse laws are subject to the above policy.

All coaches and directors will enforce the minimum standards of conduct as printed.  Coaches and directors may set higher standards in their sport or activity if proper notification is given to participants and parents and filed in the superintendent’s office.

Dear Parent or Guardian:

This is to inform you that ______________________________has violated the extra-curricular code of conduct policy.

If your student is not presently listed for an extra-curricular activity but will be involved later in the school year, the penalty will be assessed for the activity at that time.  A second violation results in termination of the student from extra-curricular activities for the school year.
